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Guidelines for Grant Proposals

Introduction

The Illinois Reading Council State Foundation for Literacy grant program (IRCSFL)
is intended to assist Illinois Reading Council members, including student
members, and their collaborators to conduct literacy research or to develop special
projects. The grant shall be funded by the State Foundation for Literacy. Upon
completion of the project, a report, in manuscript form, shall be submitted to the
Board of Directors (IRCSFL) of the Illinois Reading Council Foundation for Literacy.
In addition, an oral report may be requested by the Foundation's Board of Directors.

Purpose: The purpose of the grant is to provide funds to
conduct literacy research and/or to develop special projects
related to literacy principally in the State of Illinois.

Eligibility: At least one of the applicants must be a member of
the Illinois Reading Council.

Deadline: Proposals must be received by June 25 of the
current year to receive funding consideration for that year.

Proposal Preparation and Format
The proposal must be written in English. Eight copies of the full proposal must be
submitted, and a COVER SHEET must be attached to one of the copies of the
proposal. DO NOT include a name on any part of the proposal other than on the
Cover Sheet. Each applicant shall provide a proposal detailing the scope and nature
of the intended research or special project, the rationale for the importance of the
research or special project, and a description of the time and resources to be
committed to the research or special project. A simple budget detailing the types of
expenses to be covered should also be included as well as supporting
documentation. An outline for the proposal is attached.

The completed format should be in the following order:
1. Cover Sheet (on one copy only; see Attachment A)
II. Description of Research or Special Project
III. Budget Information (see Attachment B)
IV. Supporting Documentation
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
