This may be an article you might want to look at. Graphic novels are the up and coming genre in children's
literature, at least according to some of our students. They are attractive because of their visual format and
they have encouraged even the most reluctant readers.

"Publisher's Weekly reported recently that graphic novels generated nearly $210 million in sales last
year--a 35 percent jump over the previous year. Sales increased by 50 percent the year before that.
And at last summer's American Library Association convention in Chicago, said Hunt, the comics
aisle was the happenin' place. Is it any wonder that children's book publishers are taking notice?"

Fanta-
graphics' sales have grown 200 to 250 percent -- and manga sales have risen 500 to 1,000 percent. Teachers
will need to be much more selective in what that are letting their students read. You will need to be reading
ahead of them.
