Developing a Second Language

How does a child’s language impact his or her literacy acquisition? Language
development helps young children develop a sense of identity, fosters cultural
connections, and builds abstract thinking skills that are the building blocks for literacy
development. Children learning a second language face a unique set of challenges in
mastering these tasks. Come learn about the stages of first and second language
development, the role of teachers, peers, and families in acquiring a language, and the
specific classroom methods and modifications you can make that will meet the needs of
your English-language learners.

New website helps match books and children

E-Scholastic, the online division of Scholastic, has launched Teacher Book Wizard (TM). The new, free website enables
teachers, librarians, and parents to search a database of more than 50,000 books from a variety of publishers to find just
the right match for every child, according to reading level, interest, subject, and genre. Teachers and librarians can also
download free lesson plans related to specific books and purchase many titles at teacher-discounted prices through
Scholastic.com's Teacher Store.



Reading First Funding Decline

On July 1, 2008, the Reading First program will take a dramatic cut in federal funding. Currently, this
program’s funding is $1,029.2 million and will be cut to $393.0 million. The Reading First Grant, in
[Hlinois, provides grants to help school districts and schools implement professional development in
reading mnstruction for teachers and administrators, adopt and use diagnostic reading assessments for
students in kindergarten through third grade to determine where they need help, implement reading
curricula that are grounded in scientifically based research, and provide reading interventions for young
grade-school children.

According to the USDE, “performance data for Reading First shows clear carly reading gains after only a
few vears of implementation. Reading First activities help increase reading gains, reduces the number of
children who fall behind in reading, provide additional help to children who need it, and lower the
number of children referred to special education due to low reading scores.” Even though reading gains
have been made, Congress sharply reduced Reading First State Grants funding in fiscal year 2008 in
response to previous management problems and improprieties identified in Office of Inspector General
(OIG) repotts.

Although your school or district may not have been a recipient of this grant, all kindergarten through third
grade teachers throughout the south suburban area have been able to access free professional development
on the best practices in reading and assessment through South Cook Intermediate Service Center 4
(SCISC4). Due to the cut in federal funding, the funding provided to SCISC has also been cut and
professional development, most likely, will only be available free of charge to current Reading First
schools and districts. In addition, the continuation of funding for this grant during the next
(‘ “ reauthorization of No Child Left Behind (NCLB), is doubtful.
)

Studies and Research

Fluency: A KEY TO SKILLED READING

According to the National Reading Panel (NRP), speed, accuracy and expression are three
characteristics of fluent reading. Research further indicates that fluency plays a key role in the
development of comprehension. It is well documented that graphic organizers help the brain to organize
content visually; skilled fluency and phrasing may help the brain to organize content as well. No wonder
this formerly neglected skill is justifiably receiving more attention!

The NRP indicates guided oral reading to be an effective approach to developing fluency. Guided oral
reading includes such practices as repeated readings, reader’s theater, choral reading, neurological
impress, shared reading and assisted reading.

Reading experts concur that fluency is built upon a foundation of sight words, phonics and decoding.
Readers must recognize words instantly in order to keep the text’s message in tact (Ehri, 1995). A
reader’s level of sight word development will directly impact his/her fluency rate (Ehri, 1995),
